WEAR RED TO MASS FOR  THE FEAST OF PENTECOST 
June 7 & 8 

 

The liturgical colour for the Feast of Pentecost is RED.  By all of us wearing RED on 
Pentecost, it symbolizes our unity as a community of believers, all touched by the same Holy 
Spirit and bound together in Christ’s love.  The sea of RED 
within our church walls serves as a powerful reminder of the 
ongoing presence of the Holy Spirit in our midst, guiding, 
comforting, and inspiring us in our journey of faith.  It is a visual 
proclamation of our shared commitment to living out the Gospel 
message and spreading God’s love to the world. 

Come, Holy Spirit, Come 
Pentecost Sunday marks a significant event in Christianity, commemorating the descent 

of the Holy Spirit upon the apostles, as described in the New Testament. This event, 
which occurred fifty days after Easter, is considered the beginning of the Christian 

Church and the start of the Holy Spirit's role in the mission of spreading the Christian 
message. Pentecost is often referred to as the “birthday of the Church.”

Pastor’s Corner – Pentecost Sunday 
“Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful…” 

This Sunday, we celebrate the great Solemnity of 
Pentecost—the day the Holy Spirit descended upon the 
apostles and gave birth to the Church. It is not merely a feast 
of the past but a celebration of a living reality: the Spirit of 

God is alive and at work in the Church and in each of us. 

The Holy Spirit is the soul of the Church. Without Him, we are like a body without 
breath—unable to live, love, or move. It is the Spirit who comforts us in our trials, 
guides us in truth, strengthens us in weakness, and empowers us to witness the Gospel. 
He is the Spirit of unity, the divine bond that gathers us—despite our differences—into 
one Body of Christ. 

Pentecost reminds us that unity is not uniformity, but harmony in diversity. Our parish, 
too, is a mosaic of gifts, cultures, and callings. Let us allow the Holy Spirit to weave us 
together with bonds of love and purpose. When we let the Spirit lead, our Church 
becomes more than a building—it becomes a home. 

Each of us has received the Spirit through Baptism and Confirmation. We are not 
passive members of the Church; we are missionary disciples. Every believer is a temple 
of the Holy Spirit, called to carry Christ into the world. Every Christian family is a 
“domestic church,” where the faith is lived, nurtured, and passed on. 

This week, I invite you to open your heart anew to the Holy Spirit. Ask Him to stir up 
your gifts. Ask Him to bring healing where there is hurt, forgiveness where there is 
division, and boldness where there is fear. Let’s recommit ourselves to the mission Jesus 
gave His Church: to be witnesses of His love to the ends of the earth—starting here, in 
our homes and parish.
